These mammals are bottom
feeders. Their diet includes a
variety of insects, larvae, yabbies,
small fish and worms. Platypuses
find their food amongst rocks and
reeds at the bottom of the water
with their bill, for example,
platypuses will dive to the bottom
and use their bill to scoop up their
findings.

Australio, from the steamy tropics
of far north Queensland to the
freezing snows of Tasmania.
Platypuses are able to regulate
their own body temperature to
cope with hot or cold environments.
Platypuses make their home in and
near freshwater creeks,
slow-moving lakes and rivers, laokes
Joined by rivers.
