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i | Career as a Dermatologist
The Good Careers Guide states that a dermatologist specialises in the treatment of skin
diseases such as eczema, acne, skin infections and psoriasis, using techniques such as
ultraviolet light therapy, photodynamic therapy and laser treatment. Dermatologists also
detect and treat skin cancers.
A dermatologist is a medical specialist which requires further study after completing a
medical degree. So, students first complete a medical degree before going on to specialise
in dermatology.

Another similar role is that of a dermal clinician. The Australian Society of Dermal Clinicians
(ASDC) states that dermal clinicians specialise in skin management and non-surgical
treatments to assist with acute and chronic skin conditions, disorders, and diseases. Dermal
clinicians work collaboratively with cosmetic and plastic surgeons, dermatologists,
endocrinologists, GPs, and nurses to ensure the best care for their patients.

Unlike a dermatologist, dermal clinicians do not have to have a medical degree, and the
education of dermal health professionals is broad.

Victoria University offers the Bachelor of Dermal Sciences at its city campus on Queen
Street in Melbourne.

This 4-year course helps students develop a comprehensive foundation knowledge in all
areas of dermal science. They learn the skills to perform safe and effective dermal
treatments and procedures including:

¢ laser and light-based treatments
o resurfacing procedures
o lymphatic procedures.

Students also learn to provide pre- and post-operative care for clients who have undergone
plastic, reconstructive and cosmetic procedures.

Box Hill Institute has developed fresh and new lifestyle programs in Agritourism, where

agriculture and tourism intersect, and is teaching a blended delivery of online and/or face to
face.

The courses showcase opportunities and explore the agritourism sector such as regional
tourism and related industries. They have been designed to suit people who are interested
in working in agritourism and would like to build valuable skills or are interested in setting
up an agritourism business on a winery or farm.

One such course is the Diploma of Agritourism Operations and is designed to provide skills

and knowledge to individuals who may have responsibilities for establishing the framework
for, and safely manage, tourists who visit a working place of primary production, or
individuals who aspire to a role as a manager or senior staff member of an agritourism
business.

Career as a Sound Technician
The Good Careers Guide states that sound technicians operate technical equipment to
amplify, enhance, record, mix or reproduce sound in support of performing arts.

Sound technicians may work in radio, television and recording studios, or in theatres and
other live performance venues. They also often assemble and maintain sound equipment.
Sound technicians may be required to work shifts that involve long hours in the evenings
and on weekends. They often work under difficult conditions and, when working at outdoor
concerts, in variable weather.

Numerous institutions in Victoria offer courses leading to a qualification in Sound
Technology and Production, as well as Sound Engineering.

JCU has a few programs where a combination of a written application and academic results
is required for selection including dentistry, medicine, and veterinary science. Students
applying for one or more of these courses should take note of the following Top Tips for
Written Applications:

1. Read and follow the instructions to the letter

2. Make sure to sign the Statutory Declaration, and have it witnessed by an authorized person

3. Check and double check before you send your application in, as JCU can only accept one
copy of the application per student

4. Get the application in before the closing date — for everyone’s peace of mind

5. Look for opportunities that indicate your commitment/motivation to study health (e.g. work
experience, volunteer work, paid employment) etc.

6. Complete your answers within the space provided

7. Write neatly so your answers can be read

8. Keep abreast of current events as you may be asked to give your opinion on these should
you be invited to an interview (medicine specific)

9. Arrange no more than 3 letters of support - It is a competitive process so if you are asked to
“Provide 3 Recommendations” select your best three as only the first three will be read and
any extras will not be considered

10. Remember: your application is heavily weighted to get to interview stage. You must be
passionate about indigenous, tropical, and rural health and reflect this in your application
