ANNIVERSARY OF THE MYALL CREEK MASSACRE – 10 June 1838, a gang of 
stockmen led by a squatter rode into Myall Creek Station (near Bingara, NSW) 
and brutally murdered 28 unarmed women, children and old men. While not 
the first or last massacre in this country, this event marked a defining moment 
in Australian history – it led to the first time that British subjects were brought 
to trial for massacring Aboriginal people.  Fr Brian Harrison, O.S. wrote and 
published his honours thesis on this event. This year he returned to the 
massacre site, joined by young retreatants. You can pick up a copy of his visit 
to read “A priests emotional 60-year journey back to the Myall Creek site’ on 
the back table. Let us today continue to pray for healing, 
reconciliation and unity for all the people affected by this 
devastating event and especially pray for those who continue 
to suffer under the hands of division and injustice.
