SACRAMENT OF EUCHARIST  2019 

 
Dear Parents 
 
This year, you and your child have the opportunity of participating in the Sacramental Program for Eucharist. The 
Sacrament of Eucharist is a step to a deeper inclusion into the life of the Christian community.  Therefore, it is 
important for children who receive this Sacrament to participate in the life of the Church on a regular basis within 
their parish and school communities.   
 
Commitment Mass 
Families are expected to attend one of the following Masses in preparation for candidates receiving the Sacrament 
of Eucharist for the first time:   
Saturday 9 March, 6.00pm OR Sunday 10 March, 7.30am, 9.30am or 5.00pm 
Candidates will need to hand in their commitment form to Fr Ken at the conclusion of Mass.  
 
Parent/Child Workshop Parent Meeting  
The Parent/Child Workshops will be held on Wednesday 31 July. Two workshops have been arranged, the first 
workshop will commence at 4.00pm followed by the second workshop which will commence at 5.30pm. A note 
to register for your preferred time will be distributed closer to the date. Both workshops will be held in the Fr. 
O’Mara Centre and will be facilitated by a catechist consultant from CEWA.  It is important that at least one parent, 
along with their child, attends this workshop.  
 
Candidates’ Retreat Day

Venue: Fr. O’Mara Centre 
The Retreat Day will be facilitated by Faith Retreat, all children will participate in a range of activities throughout 
the day, children will be allowed to wear ‘free dress’ for the day. 
 
Reconciliation 
Reconciliation for the OLA students preparing to receive the Sacrament of Eucharist will be held on Thursday 8 
August and Thursday 15 August at 9.00am in the Church. Catechist students are welcome to attend either of these 
sessions or, alternatively, they will attend with Franco Miranda on Wednesday 7 August during their Catechist 
class.
