DESCRIPTION

This qualification reflects the role of workers who assist teachers and support student learning in a range
of classroom settings. They complete general administrative as well as operational tasks to support
students with learning under the guidance of a teacher or other educational professional. Work requires
use of discretion and judgement within the boundaries of established policies and procedures.

Education support workers work mainly with students in classroom settings in primary or secondary
schools, as defined by State/Territory legislation.

No occupational licensing, certification or specific legislative requirements apply to this qualification at
the time of publication.

ELIGIBILITY/ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Students are to complete the LLN Robot Quiz and receive a minimum of Level 2 across all five areas,
as those who wish to commence this course need to have the required skills and knowledge to
undertake the qualification at this level and a general command of spoken and written English to be
able to meet industry standards for communication in the education sector.

Students require a suitable workplace (either voluntary or paid) in which to undertake placement.

Students are required to complete 100 hours of placement in a school. If the student is not currently
working in a school, the University will organise the school for placement.

To achieve this qualification, the individual must have completed a total of at least 100 hours of work in
a classroom environment catering to primary or secondary school students, within a minimum of one
school in Australia as detailed in the Assessment Requirements of units of competency. The total
number of hours may be applied collectively across all units of competency that include the requirement
for workplace hours.
