Who is eligible?
All students attending government primary, 
secondary or special schools in Victoria.

How can my child register for the program?
Information about the program, along with initial  
consent forms covering oral health examinations  
and active preventive care, will be distributed 
through the school.

When and how will my child be seen?
The Smile Squad team will first visit your school 
to undertake oral health examinations and active 
preventive care. Your child will be collected from 
class when they are due to be seen. After the  
initial check-up, an individualised treatment  
plan will be developed and sent home along  
with a secondary consent form for treatment  
if needed. 

Do I need to attend with my child?
You do not need to attend with your child.  
However, if you wish to, we can make an 
appointment time for you to attend together.

What does it cost?
Smile Squad is a free program for all  
students. It includes an annual oral  
health check, active preventive care and  
follow up treatment if needed. 
Note: this program does not include  
orthodontic or cosmetic treatment.
