Please note that on Friday afternoons during assembly, it may be difficult to pick your
child up in a timely manner. To avoid assembly interruption, please call prior to 2pm
so that we can arrange for your child to be at the office waiting for you.

ATTENDANCE

- Late or Early Departure
Children who arrive late for school must report to the office, where parents MUST sign
their child into school using out Compass Kiosk. If your child needs to be collected
early, parents must sign them out at the office.

- Absence
If your child is absent from school, please log the absence through the parent portal
on Compass. If your student is marked absent on the morning roll and you have not
notified the school by 10am, a text message will be sent to families to approve through
Compass.

EMERGENCY CONTACT INFORMATION
It is important that we have correct contact details for all parents, guardians and
emergency contacts, so we are able to contact you in the
event of your child becoming unwell or injured. It is advised that
parents/guardians have at least two emergency contacts
other than themselves in the event you are unable to be
contacted. Parents/Guardians are always contacted first.

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PICK UP / DROP OFF
Our School Gates are unlocked at 8:45am and locked at 4pm daily.

Staff supervise the yard in the morning from 8.45am and in the afternoon from 3.10pm
until 3.25pm and during all break times. When arriving at school and leaving the
classroom at the end of the day, children should be encouraged to be independent
by allowing them to be responsible for their own belongings and actions.

In the afternoon, please wait at a pre-arranged ‘pick-up’ spot away from the Learning
Community entrance. The Central Plaza is a great place for pick up and drop off and
gives parents a space to mingle and chat with other parents. Please do not allow your
children to come early or stay later at school as the yard is unsupervised.

COMPASS

Compass is our school communication network.
Compass is used to inform our families of school
activities and events, paying for your child’s
excursions, newsletter, sick bay visits, and
communications from your child’'s Learning
Communities and student reporting. Compass can
be downloaded onto your mobile phone. Through
Compass you can advise of absences, provide
consent for upcoming excursions and read current
news items for the school. All usernames and passwords will be given to parents once
enrolment is complete.

SEESAW

Seesaw is an online student driven digital portfolio that parents are able to access,
view your child’s work and also communicate and provide encouragement to them.
A unique QR code is provided to families, which they have over their whole schooling
at TCPS. More information is provided at the start of the school year.
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LOST PROPERTY

Lost property is located centrally, at the entry to the library. Parents are most welcome
to check the lost property for any items of lost clothing. Please ensure all student items
are clearly labelled.

STUDENT CHARGES

Commencing in 2022 Torquay Coast Primary School will provide all Curriculum
Contribution for students. There will be no request payment towards these items. This
was a complex decision and there are a number of contributing factors which has
enabled our school to be able to offer this for our families.

Parents can pay on a ‘USER PAYS' Basis for any Extra Curricular Excursions/Camps.
These are an option for families to pay for if they wish their student to attend. These
Extra-Curricular Items/Activities will be communicated to families each year through
COMPASS, outlining the costs per event. You will be able to consent online and pay
via COMPASS PAY.

CAMPS, SPORTS & EXCURSIONS FUND (CSEF)

School camps provide children with inspiring experiences in the great outdoors.
Excursions encourage a deeper understanding of how the world works and sports
teach teamwork, discipline and leadership. All are part of a healthy curriculum.
CSEF is provided by the Victorian Government to assist eligible families to cover the
costs of school trips, camps and sporting activities.

If you hold a valid means-tested concession card or are a temporary foster parent,
you may be eligible for CSEF. The allowance is paid directly to the school to use
towards expenses relating to camps, excursions or sporting activities for the benefit of
your child.

The annual CSEF amount per student is $125 for primary school students. Application
forms are available from the school office. More information is available at Camps,
Sports and Excursions Fund | Victorian Government (www.vic.gov.au)

FIRST AID/SICKBAY

We have a first aid room located in our administration building. All our
staff are first aid trained. If a student is injured or unwell, they are able to
aftend our first aid room. Any aftendances to our first aid room will be
recorded on Compass which will generate an email to parents

FIRST AID (regardless of the severity).

If a student is too unwell to stay at school, parents will be contacted to
collect from the main administration building.

MEDICATION

Student medication can only be administered to children if accompanied by asigned
and dated medication form, available from our school office, which will clearly outline
the times and dosages required.

All student medication needs to be in the original packet, which clearly indicates the
medication type including expiry dates. Students are not able to administer
medication themselves, with the exception of asthmatics who would normally have
conftrol of their own Ventolin.
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Serious ailments, including anaphylaxis, asthma and allergy must have a signed action
plan from your child’s doctor, annually. If you are unsure, please discuss this with the
office.

ANAPHYLAXIS

Anaphylaxis is a severe, rapidly progressive allergic reaction that is potentially life
threatening. Anaphylaxis always requires an emergency response. The most common
allergens in school aged children are peanuts, eggs, tfree nuts (e.g., cashews), cow'’s
milk, fish, shellfish, wheat, soy, sesame, latex, certain insect stings and medication.

The key to prevention of anaphylaxis in schools is knowledge of the students who have
been diagnosed at risk; awareness of triggers (allergens) and prevention of exposure
to these triggers.

TCPS acknowledges that the management of a student diagnosed at risk of
anaphylaxis is a joint responsibility of the school and staff, the student, the student’s
parents/guardians and the student's Medical Practitioner.

TCPS is “allergy aware” and not a nut free school. A nut free environment is not
recommended as it is impossible to guarantee, which potentially provides a false
sense of security to students, parents/guardians and staff.

A nut free school environment does not protect students whose allergen may be egg,
insect bite etc. A nut free school environment does not enable the school to prepare
a student with life skills in teaching them how to manage their risk of anaphylaxis.

We do have a number of students in the school that have severe and life-threatening
allergies to a number of foods. To help keep the classroom safe it would be greatly
appreciated if you could be mindful when sending foods that contain the above
listed food to school with your child.

CANTEEN - LUNCH ORDERS

We are currently affiliated with Flexischools who provide an easy online ordering
service which is available each Tuesday. Parents can download the App and follow
the prompts to set up their account where they can then get started in placing their
child’s lunch orders. The orders can be made up to a month in advance.

TCPS iPad Program Information

2025 Grades 4-6, 1:1 iPad Program

Dear Parents,
As your child will be in Grade 4-6 at TCPS in 2025, they are eligible to participate in the
TCPS 1:1 BYOD iPad Program.

For this program to be a fully comprehensive 1:1 program, we invite parents to supply
students with their own iPad which they will be able to use between school and home.
If you are unable to supply your own iPad, your child will have access to a shared device
at school, however, they won't be able to take the school owned iPad home. There will
also be other minor restrictions in terms of access.

iPads are used ONLY as atool to support the teaching and learning process. Screen time
is monitored and controlled.

Students are able to do the following:

BYOD (Bring Your Own Device) - This is for_students going into grade 4 or who are new to
our school in grades 5 and 6. The device must be able to run i0$18.0.1, so it can be any
of the following (as well as have its own protective case):

Apple iPad Mini (6th Gen or Above)

Apple iPad Air 11-Inch (M2) (11-Inch (M2) or Above)

Apple iPad Pro 11-Inch (3rd Gen or Above)

Apple IPad Pro 12.9-Inch (5th Gen or Above)

Apple iPad (8th Gen or Above) 8t Gen with a minimum of 4GB storage.

* If you purchase an Apple iPad (10t Gen), you will either need to supply USB-C
Headphones or a USB-C to 3.5MM Jack port adapter.

Family iCloud / Parental Controls to be reduced before the start of Term 1 Starting Date
(2025 —28/01/2025). - This impacts IT from installing JAMF profiles that provide the
students with their coursework applications.

All iPads will be issued with a digital network certificate that enables them to access the
school's wireless network as well as obtain all designated educational apps free of
charge.

All currently enrolled students at TCPS who are going into grade 5 and 4 in 2025 already
have their own personal compatible device that they have been using throughout the
2024 school year.

We have aftached purchasing information through JBHIFI. This is an option only -
families are able to source iPad’s through other suppliers.
