This may 
include Kharisma Kids Educators taking children off-
site to another venue by train or by walking as listed 
on the planner. Risk Assessments are completed by 
Kharisma Kids and available for parent to view at their 
request.

required to 

bring? 

Children are expected to be dressed appropriately for 
the day’s activities and the weather.  

We ask that children do not wear sleeveless tops.  No 

slip-on shoes or thongs.  

Children should have a healthy morning tea and lunch 
brought from home every day. High risk foods such as 

rice, meats, yoghurt etc. must be stored in a cooler lunch 

box with an ice block all year round (not just in Summer). 
PLEASE NOTE WE NO LONGER PROVIDELUNCH EACH 

DAY ON VACATION CARE.  We do provide Afternoon 

snack. 
A refillable drink bottle is recommended with water. No 
glass bottles or cans. 

SunSmart approved hats must be worn every day from 1st 
September to 30th April. 

We do not allow any electronic devices e.g., iPods, tablet 
devices, mobile phones.  We do not allow cameras or 
photos to be taken at any time with the service or school 
property.

Log into home.myxplor.com with your email and password. 
SET UP DIRECT DEBIT 

1. Select "Finance" in the left side menu 
2. Select "Auto Debit Setup"  
3. You can choose to enter your credit card details or your bank details
